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The Department of Transportation (DOT), more specifically the Highway Division (HWY) has
been tasked to execute Act 185, SLH2005. The first step taken by the HWY was to formaulate
and assemble a working committee comprised of experts in various facets of design from within
the HWY and the Federal Highways Administration (FHWA) to participate in the preparation of
auidelines for the application of Flexible Highway Design, also known as Context Sensitive
Solutions (CSS), on State highway projects.
